Why do Plans Change?

In general:

AThe Planning Act gives authority to
Individuals to submit applications for
development proposals that do not meet the
current Official Plan policies or the Zoning By-
law regulations

AThe Town is required to process these
applications



Why do Plans Change?

In general:

AOfficial Plans may only be amended if the
change complies with the overall intent of the
Official Plan and Is consistent with Provincial
and Regional policy.

AZoning By-laws may be amended if the
change is compatible with the Official Plan and
surrounding neighbourhoods and is consistent
with Provincial and Regional policy.
